At Mass, we experience the real presence of God 
among us and we have the opportunity to receive His life so that we can go out into the world and 
share that life with others. 
 
Let us pray that all our graduates will be faithful Catholics who know and believe that the Eucharist 
is the center of our lives and from our sharing in the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ we are 
strengthened and nourished as witnesses of God’s love in the world. 
 
Next Sunday at the 9:30 and 11:30 Masses, we will have a blessing for new drivers and those who 
are in the process of learning to drive.  Learning to drive and getting one’s license is a very exciting 
time for a young person, but it is a time of great anxiety for many parents.  So, it is important that 
we ask God’s blessing and pray for these young people so that they will use this great gift carefully 
and prayerfully.  The privilege of driving is one that must be taken very seriously because when we 
drive a car, we really have the lives of others in our hands.  We must all exercise great care so that 
we do no harm to ourselves or others.  Please join me in praying for these new drivers and all of us 
who drive cars or trucks so that our thoughts and actions will be guided by God.
