Today we celebrate Mother’s Day.  It is a very special time for us to honor all our 
mothers and most of all, our Blessed Mother.  Our mothers give so much of themselves 
to us.  They care for us, they nurture us physically and spiritually, they guide us 
through life, they watch over and protect us, they care for us when we are sick, they 
comfort us when we are sick or hurt, and they rejoice with us in our accomplishments.  

Mothers are always there for us just as our Blessed Mother is always there for us in good times and bad. 
 
Today, let us thank almighty God for the gift our mothers; mothers, stepmothers, godmothers, grandmothers, 
mothers-in-law, and those who are like mothers to us.  May God truly bless them with His love and always 
help them to be instruments of His love in our lives.  We also pray for our mothers who have died, that God 
may care for them and guide them safely home to the Kingdom of Heaven where they may enjoy forever the 
light and love of God’s life. 
 
Truly, our mothers on earth are a source of care and comfort.  When we need help in our lives, so often we 
turn to our mothers.  Sometimes we ask them to do things for us themselves and sometimes we ask them to 
intercede for us with our fathers or others whose help we need.  We also do the same thing with our Blessed 
Mother.  We pray that she will intercede for us with God, our Father, so that He will help us in doing some 
important or special task. 
 
Today, I spoke to you about our efforts to raise the funds necessary to complete the building project of a new 
Parish Office, rectory, and school addition.  As I have said so many times, this is a very important project for 
the future of our parish community.  It is a project that will serve our parish well for many years to come and 
so it is very important that it is done well so that it will not be something that we must go back and fix or add 
on to every time a new need arises.  The cost of such projects always increases in price as time goes on, so it 
is important to do what we can  now to save our future resources for the needs of the future ministry of our 
parish. 
 
In my talk today I ask that all of us pray in a special way to our Blessed Mother by praying the 
MEMORARE nine times each day so that through her intercession the Holy Spirit, whose feast we celebrate 
on this Pentecost Sunday, will inspire all of us with generous hearts so that we can successfully complete our 
building project.  Praying the MEMORARE nine times each day really will take only a few moments of our 
time.  This is a very powerful prayer as I explained in my homily today.  So won’t you please take a few 
moments to say this prayer nine times each day alone or with your family until we have successfully 
completed this most important project for our parish family.  Below are the words to the MEMORARE in 
case you don not know them. 
 
REMEMBER, O MOST GRACIOUS VIRGIN MARY THAT NEVER WAS IT KNOWN THAT 
ANYONE WHO FLED TO THY PROTECTION, IMPLORED THY HELP, OR SOUGHT THY 
INTERCESSION WAS EVER LEFT UNAIDED.  INSPIRED BY THIS CONFIDENCE, I FLY UNTO 
THEE O VIRGIN OF VIRGINS, MY MOTHER.  TO THEE I COME, BEFORE THEE I STAND, SINFUL 
AND SORROWFUL.  O MOTHER OF THE WORD INCARNATE DESPISE NOT MY PRAYER, BUT 
IN YOUR MERCY, HEAR AND ANSWER ME. AMEN. 
 
We rejoice today in the Feast of Pentecost and again strive to deepen our love and awareness of the Holy 
Spirit dwelling in us.  This Saturday at the 5 o’clock Mass, we welcome Bishop Pevec, who will confirm our 
young people who have been preparing this past year for the Sacrament of Confirmation. Please keep all of 
them in your prayers.
