We have entered the beautiful month of May.  It is beautiful because the weather is 
always improving and getting to be more and more like summer.  It is a time for First 
Communions, Confirmations, weddings, and graduations.  It is a time when we seem 
to have many opportunities to get together with friends and family to enjoy and 
celebrate the many blessings of God in our lives.  It is also beautiful because it is the 
month of our Blessed Mother.  Our Blessed Mother is truly a great blessing in our 

lives.  She is the Mother of God and she is our Mother, too.  Mary is a Mother whose love brings us close to 
Jesus as she guides and comforts us in our daily lives.  Mary is really the first and greatest disciple of Jesus.  
She followed Him more closely than any of the others.  She was with Him when most of them deserted Him 
as He was arrested and condemned to death.  She was there at the foot of the cross as He hung there dying 
for us.  Mary, as our mother, was the last gift that Jesus gave us while He was here on earth.  As He said to 
St. John, “Son, behold your Mother.”  He said this to all of us. 
 
May is an important time for us to pray the Rosary because the Rosary provides us with the opportunity to 
reflect on the events in the lives of Jesus and Mary as well as the events that take place in our lives.  The 
mysteries of the Rosary speak so eloquently of virtues of faith, hope, and charity and how these virtues can 
lead us to a deeper relationship with God and a greater awareness of His love for us and His presence in our 
lives. 
 
There are many opportunities to pray the Rosary with your parish family.  The Rosary is prayed every 
morning in church at 7:30 a.m..  The schoolchildren will pray the Rosary every Wednesday at 2 PM in the 
church.  The Altar and Rosary Society will have the Living Rosary this Monday evening, May 5, in the 
church, at 7:00 p.m.  The Parish Family Prayer Group prays the Rosary the first Sunday of the month at 6:15 
p.m., in the church (that would be this Sunday). 
 
The Rosary is a wonderful family prayer that can easily be prayed before or after our evening meal.  It only 
takes 15 minutes or so, but it will make a great deal of difference in the life of your family.  You can also 
pray the Rosary in the car with your family or spouse as you begin a journey, long or short. 
 
Our Blessed Mother has asked us through the children at Fatima to pray the Rosary every day.  We should 
make every effort to be obedient to our Mother. 
 
Next Sunday is the Feast of Pentecost and we ask that you wear something RED to Mass next weekend to 
remind ourselves, and others, of the fire of the Holy Spirit that should always be burning in our hearts and 
minds as we strive to live and share our Catholic Faith with others. 
 
Next Sunday, I will speak at all the Masses concerning our building fund.   During this week, all who have 
not yet made a pledge should receive a letter from me reminding everyone of the importance of this project 
for our parish community. 
 
We again congratulate all of our children who received our Lord in Holy Communion for the first time 
yesterday, or recently in the past few weeks.  Please pray for them and their families so that we can all 
receive and give a good example of what it means to be in communion with Jesus and His Church. 
 
On Saturday, May 17, Bishop A. Edward Pevec will visit our parish to administer the Sacrament of 
Confirmation to our ninth grade students at the 5 o’clock Mass.  Please pray for these young people, their 
sponsors, and parents as they prepare for this sacrament.
