The Immaculate Conception teaches us that Mary was conceived without sin and remained sinless for the
rest of her life. This was not just something that was imposed on her by God, but it is something she chose
in response to His love for her. It is the same choice that we all have because no one has to sin. It is a choice
we make. The more time we spend with God in prayer, the more we allow Him into our lives, and the more
we allow Him into our lives, the easier it is for us to choose to do His will in our daily life.

As we honor the memory and the example of our Blessed Mother on Tuesday, please make time to attend
Mass on Monday evening or Tuesday (see the Mass schedule in the bulletin). Let us ask our Blessed Mother
for her help as we strive to choose to do God’s will in all things just as she did.

The Season of Advent is upon us. Advent is a very special time of the year during which we prepare for the
coming of Christ. We remember the longing and anticipation of our ancestors in faith as they awaited the
coming of the Messiah. We reflect on the words of the prophet Isaiah as he and the other prophets reminded
the people of Israel that God would indeed come to His people. The prophets urged the people to be
watching and awake for the coming of the Lord.

During this holy season we also reflect on the second coming of Christ. Jesus promised us that He would
return at the end of time to establish the Kingdom of God once and for all. So we look to celebrate the first
coming of Christ as God became a human being and was born for us in a stable in Bethlehem. We welcome
our Savior by seeking His love and mercy, by listening to His Word, and living that Word in our daily lives.
This is how we prepare for the time we will meet Him face to face.

Let’s not let Advent just become that time before Christmas during which we busy ourselves preparing to
celebrate Christmas Day with all the shopping, decorating, baking, and sending out cards, but let us make it a
time of prayer during which we open our hearts to the Lord by listening to His Word, coming to know His
mercy in the sacrament of Reconciliation, and being nourished by His Body and Blood in the Holy Eucharist
so that we can truly be like Him in all that we do.
